Appendix A 

LOCAL AUTHORITY GOVERNOR APPOINTMENT/ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

· LA governors are representatives of the Blaenau Gwent County Borough Council and not delegates. This means that they cannot be directed by BGCBC to act in a certain way but they should represent the views of the BGCBC.

· A LA governor is expected to help the school improve and support the school’s ethos and mission. A LA governor is expected to provide the school with the skills and experience that it needs.

· All LA governors are expected to abide by the Governors Code of Conduct

· A LA governor is expected to possess the following attributes:

	An ability to respect confidentiality.
	An interest in education.

	Communication skills.
	An ability to absorb information.

	Tact and diplomacy.
	An ability to work as part of a team.

	A willingness to give your time.
	A commitment to equal opportunities.

	An open mind.
	A willingness to undertake training.


· All appointments will for a 4 year term.

· LA governors will be required to attend the mandatory training for school governors.

You are unable to be appointed as a governor if you:

· are under 18 years of age;

· are already a governor of the school (i.e., you are not trying to hold two governor positions but you may change category, or be reappointed);
· are detained under the Mental Health Act 1983;

· are a bankrupt or subject to a disqualification order under the Company Directors Disqualification Act 1986 or to an order made under section 429(2)(b) of the Insolvency Act 1986;

· have been removed from a charity trusteeship by the Charity Commissioners or High Court on the grounds of misconduct or mismanagement;

· are included in the list of teachers or workers prohibited or restricted from working with children or young persons under List 99 or the Protection of Children Act;

· have in the previous five years (or since becoming a governor) been sentenced to three months or more in prison (whether this was suspended or not) without the option of a fine before becoming a governor or since being a governor;

· have in the previous twenty years, received a prison sentence for two and a half years or more;

· have at any time received a prison sentence for five years or more;

· have been fined for causing a nuisance or disturbance on school premises during the five years prior to, or since, appointment or election as a governor.

· act as the clerk to governors of the school at which you wish to become a governor.

· are eligible to be a Staff or Teacher Governor at the school.

· Have been disqualified from the governing body in the past 12 months.
