Approval

Subject to the application checks, you will be granted
settled or pre-settled status, depending on how

long you have lived here. In most cases your new
immigration status will be granted within a couple of
weeks. Once you receive your status, details will be
provided on how to access it on GOV.UK.

Payment

You will need to pay the correct fee:
+ £65 for an adult or £32.50 if you are under 16
+ free if you already have a valid permanent residence document or indefinite leave to remain
« free if you are a child looked after by a local authority.

The EU Settlement Scheme will fully open by 30 March 2019. In line with the draft Withdrawal
Agreement, you will be able to apply until 30 June 2021 and your rights will remain unchanged
until then.
